1. Apologies for Absence: Councillors Rebecca Smith, Mary Mann, Christopher Desbrow, John Calver, District Councillor Colin Walker
2. Declaration of Interests: Robert Wardley: DCC, Suffolk Constabulary; Robert Rous: DCC, Sports Club, Village Hall Committee, PCC; Nick Watts: Village Hall
3. Minutes for Annual Parish Council Meeting held on 4th July 2011 were approved and signed as a true record
4. Reports: County Councillor Colin Hart asked for questions from Councillors. The new executive had been appointed with a new leader: Mr. Mark Bee and an acting chief executive. There is an upcoming consultation on mobile libraries. It is planned that there will still be mobile libraries, but they will not call as often. They incur a much higher cost than normal libraries.
District Councillor Hudson: There are current issues related to the Localism Bill in which the default position seems to be in favour of more housing and jobs. The Draft Framework is in place and having to deal with the extra pressure for more housing locally. Windmills/turbines are a continuing problem and  Mr. Hudson suggested that the number of applications related to these will increase substantially. He would welcome any comments related to these. Castle Radio is making progress with a Belles on Bicycles ride on 2nd October. Following Mr. Hudson’s comments on turbines, a Councillor indicated that part of the problem is that the general public do not perceive that they benefit from them. It tends to appear that only the applicant benefits.
Nick Watts: Village Hall: Nothing to report

Carol Sheward: Traffic on Severalls Lane has been a little quieter. The problem could relate to SATNAV misdirection. Some lorries could be seasonal. Monitoring is to continue.
5. Highways and Footpaths: Speeding: The Chairman reported that a site meeting had taken place with Suffolk County Council Highways. It was requested that an additional site survey is taken on A1120, as well as B1116 on Framlingham Road. 
Snow Clearing: There are a number of volunteers for snow clearing, if required, Peter Reeve, David Wright, Robert Wardley, Robert Rous, Mr Long.
6. Adoption of Telephone Kiosk: An article had been included in the last Despatches asking for volunteers to help to look after the kiosk at Owls Green. There had been one response. However, the person indicated that they wished to be part of a team. There being no other volunteers, it was agreed unanimously to allow BT to deal with the kiosk and remove it at a later date.
7. Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Celebrations 2nd – 5th June 2012: The Chairman asked if Councillors thought it would be a good idea for the village to do something for the next Jubilee and reminded them of what had been done previously. Councillors agreed that the village should hold a celebration and it was agreed that an Open Evening would be held on Tuesday 18th October at 7pm. Mr. Rous agreed to be Chairman of the meeting. The Clerk was to check if the hall was free on that date.
8. Consultation on updated sustainability appraisal and appropriate assessment documents: Councillors had been given the web site address for the documents. It was noted that little had changed for Dennington since the last consulatation. It was still a Key Service area  which should be encouraged to retain the diverse network of communites. It remained the case that small developments were permitted within the village boundary, if the allocation was appropriate to size, location and characteristics of the surrounding area. 
9. Clerk’s Resignation: The Chairman announced that the Clerk, Shirley Cunningham, had tendered her resignation. Advertisements were to be displayed in the Local Councillor, shops and magazines. The Chairman expressed his thanks for Mrs Cunningham’s work over the past eight years.
