MINUTES OF THE PLANNING MEETING HELD ON JULY 7TH 2014: These were confirmed and signed as a true record.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: D. Dearing, R. Rous with reference to agenda item 5

PLANNING APPLICATION: DC/14/2464FUL: Little Orchard, The Street, Dennington: demolition of existing single storey extension, and erection of two storey residential extension.  Councillors noted that this was a re-submission of an application from August 2011, and agreed to unanimously recommend approval.
PLANNING APPLICATION: DC/14/1818/FUL:  Tower Bungalow, Owls Green, Dennington: extensions to existing bungalow with room-in-the-roof accomodation and with side extension.  Erection of 2 bay cart-lodge with games room accomodation over & associated landscaping (amended plans).
Councillors noted that the amended plans reduced the overall height by 200mm, and that both ends were now hipped.
2 Members of the public spoke in opposition to the planning application on the following grounds:-

· The 2nd storey was still not in keeping with adjacent properties (bungalows) and small 2 storey buildings

· The slightly reduced height has made no difference to the impact on neighbouring properties
· The double height cart lodge still affects the property on the south east of the application

Councillors re-iterated the view that new builds should blend in with the surrounding properties, and that their objections from the meeting of July 7th still remain. Having considered the views of members of the public, councillors voted unanimously not to recommend approval.

ADDITIONAL COMMUNICATIONS: “Local plan documents – early engagement with the Parish Council” .  

The Clerk informed the meeting that this document forms a package of planning related information relating specifically to Dennington, and forms the basis of work that the Planning and Policy Implementation Team at SCDC are undertaking in order to update their existing policies and identify any site specific policies needed to implement the new adopted Core Strategy. Councillors were asked to respond to the following:-

Inset map showing planning policy designations as they currently exist


A plan of SHLAA sites which have been submitted to SCDC for consideration for allocation of housing development (SHLAA sites)


Composite Plan showing any changes since the Inset map had been produced, and suggestions for changes to the physical limits and stes which have been put forward by landowners etc which have been assessed as being potentially suitable for consideration for development

Table 1 a summary of the assessments for each of the submited housing sites excepting those already granted planning permission, or for which planning permission is pending

Table 2 an indicative range of new housing to be provided by the plan period 2010 to 2027.

Following lengthy discussion councillors: 

· Suggested some minor alterations to the physical limits ( see attached)
· Agreed to the identification of land opposite Townsfield Cottages, Laxfield Rd, for new housing.  This has been supported in the past.
· Stipulated that within that parcel of land, the school playing field should be maintained.
·  Identified in Table 1 that the area 757a should consist of 2 plots: (i) the existing permitted development at Little Wish and (ii) the proposed area for further development behind Grade 1 listed Spring Farm
· Suggested that 757a is split so that the development at Little Wish can continue, and that the remaining area is not suitable as adjacent to listed building
The Clerk will respond and include the above points and invite a representative of the Team to the next meeting on September 9th.
