2. MINUTES OF THE PLANNING MEETING HELD ON 6TH JANUARY 2014: These were agreed and signed as a true record
3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None
4. PLANNING APPLICATION: DC/13/3637  WYNNEYS HALL, SAXTEAD RD, DENNINGTON:  The construction of a raised timber tree house within the gardens of Wynneys Hall, Dennington (re-submission of revised plans).  
Councillors examined the plans in detail and heard a representation from a member of the public.  After a lenghty discussion councillors agreed the following:-

· The proposed site of the tree house would appear to be within the physical limits

· Whilst the proposed building has been reduced in height, it is still too high, with the balcony being visible to neighbouring residents, both height and position are visually obtrusive
· The design is unacceptable and not in keeping with the Suffolk countryside

· Choice of building materials is unacceptable (councillors cited cart lodges etc which are required to be timber clad, painted black and roofed appropriately)
· A problem with drainage was raised, with water flooding back into the pond belonging to The Chestnuts.

In addition to the above, the plans are inaccurate in showing the west boundary containing a pond belonging to the property, which belongs to The Chestnuts.
After careful consideration councillors agreed unanimously to recommend refusal of planning permission.
A member of the public spoke and voiced objections relating to the inaccuracies of the plan and to the height of the building which he felt would overlook neighbouring properties.
