1. APOLOGIES: N. Watts, M. Lunn, R. Rous, J. Calver, R. Smith
2. MINUTES OF THE PLANNING MEETING HELD ON MARCH 31ST 2014: These were agreed and signed as  a true record
3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None
4. PLANNING APPLICATION: DC/14/1818/FUL:  Tower Bungalow, Owls Green, Dennington: extensions to existing bungalow with room-in-the-roof accomodation and with side extension.  Erection of 2 bay cart-lodge with games room accomodation over & associated landscaping:
Clr Wardley reminded the meeting of the points for consideration.  Councillors considered and discussed the detailed plans, noting the proposal in relation to neighbouring properties, the increase in size/height and the proposed new adjacent cart lodge with games room accomodation above.

2 Members of the public spoke in opposition to the planning application on the following grounds:-

· The 2nd storey was not in keeping with adjacent properties (bungalows) and small 2 storey buildings
· The increased height to approx 7ms would greatly affect the neighbouring property closest  to the shared boundary on the north west
· The double height cart lodge would affect the property on the south east of the application

After considering the views of members of the public, councillors voted unanimously not to recommend approval.

ADDITIONAL COMMUNICATIONS: RE: Wynney’s Hall and proposed tree house: The clerk reported that following February’s meeting, a letter of complaint was sent to SCDC concerning the apparent lack of regard given to planning objections. SCDC have replied as follows:- 
“ The height and scale of the tree house has been dramatically reduced since the previous submission.  Care has been taken to ensure that the proposed windows and balcony face away from the properties to the south.  Officers consider that the proposal is situated a suitable distance away from neighbouring properties and the site is of a size capable of accomodating such a structure.  Although the design is unusual, the use of timber shingles is seen as appropriate as they should fade to grey, as a result the building should not be prominent in the landscape.

The proposal has been situated within the physical limits boundary of Dennington and is within the established cluster of buildings on the site; as such it is not considered that the structure is located within the countryside where additional policies may have been necessary for consideration.  With regards to drainage, surface water details will be assessed during the construction of the structure, and building regulations; however there is no evidence that any water run-off from the development will result in flooding.

Whilst in this instance the decision made was contrary to the Parish’s recommendation, all comments received were properly considered during determination of the application and recorded in the officer’s delegated report”.
Clr Wardley drew attention to the fact that whilst the letter had been sent to Head of Planning, Mr Ridley, the reply had  been sent from Development Team Leader, Ms P Dobson. Councillors stated that they were still of the view that local parish council decisions made by those best placed to understand the needs of the community and the concerns of local people, were ignored, and instructed the clerk to write a second letter conveying those views.
