1. APOLOGIES:  Rebecca Smith, Robert Rous
2. MINUTES OF THE PLANNING MEETING HELD ON FEBRUARY 3RD 2014:  These were agreed and signed as a true record.
3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: None
4. PLANNING APPLICATION: DC/14/0655/OUT  OS 2915, LITTLE WISH, THE STREET,  DENNINGTON:   The erection of two new dwellings with garage accomodation and a new combined improved access for Little Wish and the two new dwellings. (A former successful application, 2005, proposed a single dwelling).
Councillors considererd the submitted plans and location map, and heard both a letter in support of the plans and that a 2nd neighbour had passed on a “No objections” comment to Clr Mann.  It was a unanimoyus decision to support the application.

ADDITIONAL COMMUNICATIONS: Planning approval granted with conditions: DC/13/3637  WYNNEYS HALL, SAXTEAD RD, DENNINGTON:  The construction of a raised timber tree house within the gardens of Wynneys Hall, Dennington.  
Conditions:-

Details of all external facing and roofing materials to be approved by Local Planning 

Authority before development begins. Development shall be carried out in accordance with the approved plans.
No development shall commence or any materials, plant or machinery to be brought on to the site until full details showing the position of fencing to protect all trees and hedgerows shown to be retained on the approved plan, have been submitted and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The protective fencing shall comply with BS 5837, and shown to be erected 1 metre beyond the canopy spread of the trees and hedgerow unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
The development hereby permotted shall not be occupied or let as a separate dwelling but shall be used only for the purposes incidental to the use of the dwellinghouse to which it relates or for occupation by a relative, employee or parent of the householder or his/her spouse.
No development shall take place until the existing tress on site, agreed by the Local Planning Authority for inclusion in the scheme of landscaping, have been protected by the erection of temporary protective fences of a height, size and in positions which shall previously have been agreed , in writing, by the Local Planning Authority.  The protective fences shall be retained throughout the duration of he building and engineering works in the vicitnity of the tress to be protected.  Any trees dying or becoming severely damaged as a result of any failure to comply with these requirement shall be replaced with trees of appropriate size and species during the first planting season, or in accordance with such othe arrangement as may be agreed in writing wth the Local Planning Authority, following the death of, or severe damage to the trees.
None of the trees shown to be retained on the approved plan shall be lopped, topped, pruned uprooted, felled, wilfully damaged or in any other way destroyed or removed without the prior written consent of the Local Planning Authority.  Any trees removed, dying, being severely damaged or becoming seriously diseased within five years of the completion of the development shall be replaced during the first available planting season, with grees or hedges of a size and species, which shall previously have been agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.
Councillors were concerned that the points raised in their response to reject the application, (see February minutes), had not been referred to and the clerk was instructed to write to the Head of Planning Services expressing their views.
